Leia Gance visits Tango y Té Gainesville June 16-25

The inspirational bond of Argentine Tango draws an eminent California dancer to our local “Tango y Té”, to make Gainesville her home for one week

Gainesville, Fl. -May 26 2006- 

Every Sunday evening a group of people from Gainesville meet at a building downtown.  They are drawn to the large wooden dance floor of the Unified Training Center, which is turned into an intimate setting, with tea served on the side as well as an Argentinian graphic art display.  The theme of the evening is: Argentine Tango, hence the name, “Tango y Té” (“Tango Tearoom”).  

Three friends, inspired by their dance teacher Jan Marczuk, opened the TyT dance in mid-March.  Jan has been in Gainesville since 2005 and in a short time has created a “school” by his teaching.  He teaches the intermediate class at TyT, and in many ways he has been the driving force behind the enterprise.  Thuy Carrol, one of the organizers says: “this is a nice set-up.  If someone is interested in tango, he can just come by and observe the event while having something to drink, without pressure.  If you participate in the dance you pay 10 dollars, and this includes the free lesson, soft drinks and snacks.”

Two Sundays, June 18 and 25 June 25, “Tango y Té” will host their special guest  Leia Gance (called “Lee” by her friends back home), an extraordinary dancer from California.  Jan, who met Leia in California, says of Leia:  “She has reached a high level of perfection in the way she express herself in dancing and in the details of her execution of each tango movement.”  Says Jan: “she is also the best teacher I know.”

Leia is staying in Gainesville between June 16 and June 25, for the purpose of teaching a series of workshops to tango dancers from Gainesville and surrounding Florida towns. In her workshops comprising two weekends, Leia will use methods she developed in the course of achieving excellence in several disciplines.  Leia Gance was a ballet dancer from early age, an Olympic gymnasiast, an international level competitive ballroom dancer, obtained her PhD. in psychology, and found her greatest passion in Argentine Tango.  She will meet the local dancers to share her insights gained over the course of an extended mission to Argentina, training with many of Tango's “Living Legends”  The purpose of the workshops is to progressively raise the level of dancing of each individual dancer, as classes build methodically on each other, and students will have a chance to practice in between classes to consolidate their progress.

David, says:  “I am really looking forward to Leia's visit.  Jan's teaching works so well because he uses a well defined technique for the purpose of self-expression in tango.  He makes you focus on “the values you hold and want to express,” uses simple means to achieve maximum effect.  He teaches how to express them cleanly and precisely.  So when he states that “Leia does everything perfectly,” that really means much.  Everyone who has interest in Argentine Tango is invited to   drop by at our Sunday's tango dancing.  There is a good chance they will see Jan dancing with Leia!”
